Today I like to do a word study on the Greek word (aiteo)-or (ask).  In the book of 

James, we find this word used in conjunc0on with wisdom.  James tells us to 

(ask) God for the wisdom we need, the Greek tense used is a command.  This 

plainly means God isn’t sugges0ng that we come to Him for wisdom; He is     

commanding us to do so!  The person Who asks (aiteo) may insist or demand 

that a certain need be met, but he approaches his superior with respect and  

honor as he or she makes their request a very strong request. The word also     

expresses the idea that the one asking has a full expecta0on to receive what has 

been firmly  requested.  

I like to put this with our prayer request.  When we go to prayer we need to 

(aiteo) be seeking God for wisdom with the prayer request.  God, in turn, is   

faithful and will answer our request based on our need.  Of course, we do not   

always receive what we want but we should ask with (aiteo) a very strong intent 

with wisdom. And yes, God will give us the right answer. 



One of the things I really like in our worship service is the 0me we take in     

prayer, believing and seeking God for others and wisdom in our lives and for 

other  people.   

As we move into fall, please take the 0me to pray for our church people, their 

families, our coming elec0ons, our na0on, and our world.  

So as in the book of James, let’s have faith and wisdom and seek our Lord.
